• If  there is only one school registered for a contest, the district winner may be declared the state
winner for that contest.  The school MUST submit the Contest Certification Form and provide
proof of  District competition prior to the State Championships (see the Contest Certification form
included in this information packet).

1. A contestant may participate in one individual leadership contest, one team leadership contest and one
skill contest, excluding Outstanding Chapter, Chapter Display, Occupational Safety, and Promotional
Bulletin Board providing there is no conflict in the individual’s schedule. (At Nationals, a contestant
may only participate in ONE contest.)

2. The judges are not obligated to award first, second or third place winners if, in their opinion, the
performances are below acceptable standards.

3. Official SkillsUSA dress is encouraged but NOT required for State Competition. However, black pants,
white dress shirt or white polo shirt is required for all official activities including Opening and Closing
Ceremony and the written test. (See dress code for individual contests). Appropriate dress shall be
defined as the “normal apparel used in the particular occupation.”  Safety glasses, appropriate work
shoes, and hard hats are a MUST if called for in the SkillsUSA Championships Technical Standards
2008.

4. All contest rules shall be as stated in the SkillsUSA Championships Technical Standards, unless
exception has been made in the Colorado General Rules and Regulations.

5. The decisions of the judges will be final. Final interpretations of ALL contest disputes will be made by
the SkillsUSA Colorado Advisor and/or the State Conference Grievance Committee.

6. Grievance forms will be available at the SkillsUSA Colorado conference headquarters.

7. The rules are subject to revision each spring following the Annual SkillsUSA Colorado Leadership and
Skills Championships. Changes will be made by the SkillsUSA Colorado Advisor under the guidance of
the State Advisory Committee.

8. For any skills contest that has only one school competing, the district results can be certified as the
state results at the discretion of the State Advisor. A copy of the Contest Certification Application
must be sent to the State Advisor. The form MUST be filed prior to that school’s district competition
and required documentation sent to the state Advisor prior to the state contest
